ABOUT THE GROUP 
 

Dedicated to wind chamber music performance and promotion, the 
Aeolian Winds of Pittsburgh were founded in September, 2003, by the 
original University of Pittsburgh Wind Quintet.  The group has since 
expanded to include wind chamber ensembles of varying sizes and 
players who are not directly a part of the University community.  The 
name change in May, 2004, formalized this status and strengthened the 
group’s mission to integrate high-quality wind music into the greater 
Pittsburgh community.  The group’s members bring the diverse 
experiences of their daily lives and chosen professions to the music-
making creating a truly unique ensemble. 
 
While primarily a wind quintet, the group also regularly performs 
both smaller and larger-scale wind works in both public and 
private venues.  The diverse venues and programs presented 
reach a larger audience than might be found in a typical concert-
hall setting.  In addition to formal concerts on the Bach, Beethoven, 
and Brunch concert series, the Sanctuary Concert Series at First 
Baptist Church, and the University of Pittsburgh Chamber Music 
Concerts, the group has provided music at Pittsburgh Symphony 
Heinz Hall during the First National Performing Arts 
Convention.  The group also performs in nontraditional spaces, 
such as the Carnegie Library of Pittsburgh, the Quiet Storm 
Coffeehouse, Schenley Park, the Waterworks Shopping Mall, and 
Future Tenant during the first Gallery Crawl sponsored by the 
Pittsburgh Cultural Turst.  In their quest to reach an audience 
that might not typically hear a wind quintet, the group was 
featured on a University of Pittsburgh Men’s Glee Club concert, as 
well as on the Allegheny Prime Time Chorus’ “Sing For Life!” 
benefit concert.  The group was featured on WQED-fm’s Bayer 
Arts Magazine in July, 2005, and also regularly performs at 
private dinners, celebrations, and other functions. 
 
The group has been the artists-in-residence at the First Baptist 
Church of Pittsburgh since August, 2005.

For a full wind quintet, we prefer at least an 8'x10' well-lit 
area to accommodate our chairs and music stands.  (A trio can 
fit in to a smaller space.)  However, we can be flexible and are 
willing to discuss alternative space and lighting 
arrangements.   
 
We are happy to discuss the possibility of performing 
outdoors.  However, please keep in mind that our delicate 
musical instruments at risk for damage due to extreme 
temperatures or precipitation.

RATES 

 
We can provide music for your upcoming event.  Our large 
classical music selection allows us to create custom programs for 
each performance.  Our performances can be formal (as part of a 
church service, wedding, private recital or educational program), 
or informal (providing background music for your reception, 
dinner event, or other celebration).   
 
Example rates: 

For special events, the standard rate for the quintet is $275/hr 
for events with less than 100 attendees.   
Concert fees are negotiated individually. 
Wedding packages start at $550. 

 
For all events, discounts may be available for special 
circumstances.

POLICIES 
 

Contracts:  The Aeolian Winds of Pittsburgh require that a 
contract ("Performance Agreement") be completed for each event. 
 
Late booking fee:  All events that initiate the booking process 
less than one month prior to the event will incur a 20% surcharge 
above the regular fee or $100, whichever is greater.  A fee of 10% 
or $50, whichever is greater, will be assessed if the signed 
contract is received less than one month in advance of the 
performance.   
 
Deposit:  A deposit of 25% is typically required for events. 
 
Cancellation :  If the event is cancelled by the sponsor greater 
than 14 days in advance, any deposit will be refunded, less a $50 
fee.  Events cancelled less than 14 days in advance will receive no 
refund.  A total of 50% of full payment is expected for events 
cancelled less than seven days in advance, and full payment is 
expected for events cancelled less than 48 hours in advance. 
 
The Aeolian Winds of Pittsburgh reserve the right to cancel 
performances due to extenuating circumstances including, but not 
limited to, medical emergencies and severe weather conditions 
that prevent safe travel to the performance venue.  For social 
events, a reduced ensemble may be provided at a prorated fee.  
(For example, in an emergency situation, a trio may play in lieu of 
the full quintet for 3/5 the original fee.)  For concert 
performances, every effort will be made to reschedule the 
performance for a later date. 
 
 
Travel:  Performances farther than 25 miles from Pittsburgh may 
incur a mileage fee for the round-trip distance at the Federal 
Mileage rate. 
 
Photography:  Flash photography is prohibited during 
performances.  The Aeolian Winds of Pittsburgh will be glad to 
pose for photographs following the performance.
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REPERTOIRE 
 

A sample of core repertoire includes quintets of Beethoven and Holst, quartets of 
Rossini and Mozart, and trios of Bach and Ibert.  Our large classical music 
selection allows custom programs for each event.   
 
For younger audiences and school groups, we can supplement our performance 
with educational discussions about chamber music and wind instruments.  We 
also offer master classes for aspiring musicians.
